Requirements for Credit 

1.  Attendance and active participation at all scheduled CT Orff workshops for 2011-2012.  Students must be present for the entire workshop.  Any absences must be made up with the prior approval of the professor.  Make-ups must be of the equivalent time and quality. (e.g., AOSA National Conference, other state/chapter workshops).  Topics Courses at CCSU may be repeated for a total of 3 times in a planned program. (2 credits each year / total of 6 credits – consult your advisor)

2. Collect the CEU attendance letter at the end of each workshop.  You will turn these in with your paper at the end of the course.

3.  Write a short paper (4-9 pages) according to the following guidelines:


A.  Select 2 activities from the workshops.


B.  Describe each activity and why you chose them.

C. Chose at least one of the activities and implement

     
it into your classroom.



Address the following:



1.  identify the grade level or ages involved

2.  describe the effect these activities had on the learning process for your students.  Include the following:

a. what worked well

b. what you would do differently the next time


c.  any other reflections you have about using these activities

D.  For the second activity, you may either discuss as above OR discuss how you WOULD implement the activity in your classroom.  


Address the following:


1.  grade level/ages with which you would use the activity


2.  why you chose the activity


3.  what you hope students will learn


E.  The paper must be typed (word processing), double spaced.
